	To design a money container

To identify features of a container that would hold money effectively

To be able to identify various parts of a money container (decoration, fastenings, main fabric)

Lang. Features

*describing

	Introduction:

Remind children of the patterns on money containers from last week.

*Ask them which designs were considered more suitable for different people

Whole class:

*Show children decorations that they will have for decorating their containers.

*Show size for decoration

*Discuss appropriate design examples (by identifying limitations of the materials)

-what will be used to ‘colour in’?

-remember long threads (HA activity) catch

-sequins catch

Activities: 

*Cut out designs

Plenary:

What features are important for your container to hold money safely?

What features are fun/decorative?

Why do you think there are so many different types / looks for money containers?
	Annotated diagrams – to show decoration only

HA – Encourage use of sewn lines ) using thread as part of the design

MA – Design and label

LA – Provide range of resources to use.

Children lay these out, and then draw what they can see

SEN –  Use stencil and coloured pencils (stencils and fabric pens to be used in final design)

	Introduction:

*Support classroom discussion – use probing questions to promote ideas and help children refine their ideas

Main Work:

*During whole class, use questions to direct children’s ideas to the features required.

*During individual activities use reflective listening to identify appropriateness of ideas

*Use questioning to help children annotate
