To design and conduct a fair test to investigate the safety of materials used for non-slip shoes.
Children should:


*identify all the equipment they would need


*decide how to make it a fair test


 (what will they keep the same – what will be different?)


*identify what measuring apparatus you will use



(do children need practice reading it accurately first?)

How will results be recorded?
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Materials to walk on could include:

carpet, foam, sandpaper, wood, rubber, glass, grass

Children could investigate floor coverings using the same shoe – or they could investigate possible materials for shoe soles.
